Helle Kongstad Holm Petersen (f. 1994)
arbejder med et science-fiction nar-
rativ, der omfavner omrider som zoo-
logi, botanik, ufologi og (rum)forsk-
ning. Hun arbejder med og imellem
emner som ‘human > < non-human’-
relationer, ‘non-human otherness’,
ikation, herunder insekter:
kommunikationsmetoder, terren, ve-
getation, ménen, kompost, habitat(er),
tyngdekraft, termo- og robotter.

Kongstad Holm Petersen udvikler og
omdanner egne og eksisterende spe-
kulative tanker og teorier omkring
kommunikationsformer, det at holde
omréder dbne for ‘ongoingness’, det
der ikke er ‘earthbound’/jordbundet,
om rumforskning og rumkolonialisme
til skulptur, tekst, lyd og print, og
8bner i sine varker for samtaler, der
kan fortsztte og udvikle sig blandt
varkernes omgivelser og beskuere.
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Helle Kongstad Holm Petersens afgangsvark feelers as tellers of tales; et slags
tele-teater er en antenne, der performer et tele-teater, lytte-teater. Antennen
er koblet til en solcelle, der stir udenfor i kunsthallens gird og forsyner an-
tennen med energi, s antennen kan performe, og tele-teateret kan afspilles
og hgres.

Herved gor varket bide brug af Kunsthallens inde- og udearealer,
men er uafhengig af institutionen i forhold til nzring og kan derfor
bade vare dér, sivel som et hvert andet sted; et kalkbrud, en baghave,
osv., da det er uvasenligt for veerkets indhold og logik. Under afgang
22 er veerket forankret i og udenfor Kunsthal Aarhus.

Tele-teateret kan hgres som en lydcollage og er et flydende
narrativ, der forholder sig til emner sésom: ‘human ><

hy i hvor hy kan forsts som
andre arter; vesner, vegetation, robotter, sten, terrzn,
osv.; kommunikation, herunder hvordan antenner fun-
gerer, hvordan insekters antenner fungerer, hvordan de
kommunikerer, og hvordan de lytter; torbister; geotrupes
i forskellige tyngdekrafter; om at holde habitater dbne
for ‘ongoingness’ — for noget flydende, for at vare, og
for at leve godt sammen; at dele viden, og tnke — eller
lere — pd tveers som ‘earth-others’/jordbundne arter’;
om rumforskning og rumkolonialisme, om den her higen
efter noget, der ikke er ‘earthbound’/jordbundet’, hvor-
dan andre arter reduceres gennem forskning, og gennem
forsgg, i en higen efter mars, minen og andre umiddel-
bare, potentielle habitater.

Jeelers as tellers of tales; et slags tele-teater arbejder undersggende og spgrgende
og fungerer som en kvakkepose i vaske-effekten, hvilket kan forstds som fre-
kvens; bglger, render langs et eller andet, og méske, mod noget eller gennem
noget eller nogen, der registrerer og reagerer pd det, en slags udvekslende
kommunikation, hvor vasken er en oversztter.

Helle Kongstad Holm Petersen’s
(b. 1994) practice incorporates science-
fiction narratives that embrace areas
such as zoo-logy, botany, ufology,
and (space)research. She works with
— and in the intersection of — topics
such as ‘human > < non-human’ rela-
tionships, ‘non-human otherness’, com-
munication including insect commu-
nication methods, terrain, vegetation,
the moon, compost, habitat(s), gravity,
thermo-, and robots.

Kongstad Holm Petersen expands
and transforms her own as well as the
existing speculative thoughts and the-
ories about forms of communication,
keeping spaces open for ‘ongoingness’
which is not ‘earthbound’, for space
research and space-colonisation, into
sculpture, text, sound, and print. In
her pieces, she unfolds conversations
that continue and develop with the
work’s surroundings and its observers.

Helle Kongstad Holm Petersen’s graduation opus feelers as tellers of tales; et
slags tele-teater (“a sort of tele-theatre” in English) consists of an antenna that
performs a tele-theatre, a listening-theatre. The antenna is connected to a
solar panel located in the exterior courtyard of the gallery, which supplies the
energy required for the antenna to perform in order for the tele-theatre to be
played and heard.

In this way, the piece involves the indoor and outdoor spaces of Kunst-
hal Aarhus, yet it is not dependent on the institution in terms of sus-
tenance and could be there as well as anywhere else — such as in a
limestone quarry or a backyard — as location is inessential to the con-
tent and logic of the work. In the course of graduation 22, the work is
outside of as well as anchored to Kunsthal Aarhus.

The tele-theatre can be heard as a sound collage that tells
a fluid narrative considering topics such as ‘human > <
non-human’ relationships, where non-human is under-
stood as other species; creatures, vegetation, robots, stones,
terrain, etc.; communication including the functioning
of antennae, how insects’ antennae work, the ways they
communicate and listen; geotrupes in different gravita-
tional forces; about keeping habitats open for ‘ongoing-
ness’, for something fluid, for being, and for living well
together; to share knowledge and think — or learn —
across as ‘earth-others’/earthbound species’; about space
research and space colonisation, the pursuit for some-
thing not ‘earthbound’, how other species are reduced
through research and experimentation in the quest for
mars, the moon, and other immediate potential habitats.

Jeelers as tellers of tales; et slags tele-teater explores and questions, functioning as
a vocal sac in the effects of liquid which could be understood as frequency;
waves rushing along something and, perhaps, towards something, through
something or someone that registers and reacts to them, a type of communi-
cative exchange where the liquid is a translator.
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
